From Thousand Oaks on 101:  Travel north on 23 for 8.0 miles.  Take the exit for 23 north and continue west for 1.2 miles.  Turn right (north) on 23 and continue for 2.6 miles.  At the sharp bend left, continue straight onto Happy Camp Rd.  


At Happy Camp Rd:  Take Happy Camp Rd north for 0.5 miles.  Turn right at the T intersection with the row of mailboxes.  The Walters’ property is the last one (about 0.25 miles max) on the road, and the gate is just before their house on the left.

From that intersection, travel south on 33 for about 0.2 miles.  Turn left into the Ozena Fire Station and park near the large sign that lists the regulations for fire safety in the forest.  There is a plastic witness post about 55 feet southwest of this sign.  The marker is approximately 80 feet northwest of a weathervane and 35 feet east of the fence by the road.  It is under an access cover and might have been slightly buried under the dirt.  It needs a tripod to help clear the trees and fence nearby.


Note:  This site now has a permanent GPS antenna about 300 feet east of the marker.

Alternate Route (Preferred if coming from the south on 101):  From 101, take the exit for Route 144 north.  Drive north for about 1.8 miles until you reach 192.  Take 192 west.  After about 0.8 miles turn right (north) onto El Cielito Rd.  Continue for three intersections.  Turn right at the third intersection onto Gibraltar Rd. follow Gibraltar Rd for roughly 6.3 miles until you reach East Camino Cielo.  Turn left.  After about 1.7 miles the station should be on your left.


No permission or access is required to get there.  It’s outside the fence and you can walk there from the forest gate.  Old contact information doesn’t work anyway.
